Dr. Lee G. Simmons, Director of Omaha's Henry Doorly Zoo, will speak about using virtual reality methods to conceptualize,
design, and implement successful zoo exhibits while also using virtual reality to promote the exhibits for fund raising activities.

He started as a Staff Veterinarian in Omaha
in 1966, soon becoming the Associate Director and finally the Director of the Omaha Henry Doorly Zoo in 1970. Under Dr.

Significant
facilities of the Henry Doorly Zoo include North America’ s largest cat breeding complex, the Wild Kingdom Educational Pavilion,
a4 acre aviary, the Lied Jungle, which is the world’ s largest indoor rainforest, the 1.3 million gallon Scott Kingdoms of the Seas
Marine Aquarium, the Grewock Center for Conservation and Research, the Lozier IMAX Theater, a 440 acre off-site conservation
park, the world’ s largest desert dome and what will be the world’ s largest nocturnal exhibit.
